Exercise Reports 

Winter Skills Training - Sunday 3rd January 2010 
 
Every year a message appear in the “Training” page of “Mintcake”; “Lakes Winter Skills - Due to the unpredictability of 
snow (!), training will take place one weekend day from December onwards. If the conditions are right a pager message 
will be put out a few days beforehand”...this year conditions were “right” for so long Paul had the agony of choice of 
weekends! 
 
Having decided on a date Paul decided he was going skiing and left us in the capable hands of “the Two Daves”! So, on 
a perfect blue sky day, we set out. With the world so sparkly even the late decision that Kentmere was going to be too 
much of a mission to get to (and more importantly to get out of quickly in the event of a callout) and resultant faff of 
changing direction could not spoil the mood. I don’t know but suspect that others, like me, were relieved to be in the 
company of people unlikely to start ranting about how dreadful it all was and how the council ought to be ashamed of 
themselves for letting it snow when they paid good taxes for nice, grey, ordinary weather like in the old days... Anyway, 
the chosen venue of Huck’s Bridge, Borrowdale gave instant access to roadside, snow covered hills and good options 
for putting the Landies through their winter paces too. Chris and Simon took a posse off for “how to not sledge a £40,000 
vehicle into a drystone wall” lessons while the two Daves lead the rest of us up one of those snow covered hills. 
 
Reaching the top, Les decided to go back down again to look for his ‘phone and pager... In the clear bag... In the mile or 
so of foot deep snow we’d just crossed... No-one laughed... Much... ‘Til he was out of earshot... 
 
Discussions on what we wanted to cover came pretty much to the conclusion that we wanted to do “everything” so we 
started with self arrest. It took a while to get a decent speed slide in the deep snow but eventually we’d all stopped 
ourselves feet first, head first, on our bellies, on our backs, with an axe, without an axe, with a ski pole and wearing a 
rucksack (and were all k*******d from all that walking back uphill!). We went on to find a snow bank to dig modified 
rutsch blocks in and found it took a good jump to shift a slab (but that the resulting bits made a great snow sculpture...). 
Dave also reminded us that it wasn’t enough to dig one pit and presume that was your “assess avalanche risk” box 
ticked for the day. Putting together the big picture of condition history, slope aspect and angle was vital, as was constant 
reassessment. Quick techniques like walking a triangular trench gave clues as to when things might be suspect enough 
to do a fuller assessment with a pit. Heading back to the vehicles we used the techniques of gallumphing (read Swallows 
and Amazons...) and bum sliding... call it a “seated glissade” if you must! 
 
Next a group took the stretcher off to practice carrying in crampons whilst I took a Land Rover for a most entertaining 
drive and learnt a lot about how to make progress in snow and ice, how to keep it controlled... and how to assess which 
direction might be a better option to ditch in, just in case!  
 
A thoroughly useful day as well as “a great time playing in the snow with friends” to quote one attendee. Thanks to Dave, 
Dave, Chris and Simon for their input. 
 
I look up from my keyboard to see raindrops racing down the windowpane and it’s like the end of “The Snowman”; the 
disbelief, the sense of loss... ! But wow, how good was it while it lasted?! I hope everyone had a wonderful time playing 
out in our winter wonderland and enjoyed that little magic lift that only comes when the world is white. And a sage voice 
has told me “ I don’t think we’ve seen the last of winter just yet”. Finger’s crossed...

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Wednesday 13 January 2010 Winter Theory 

1.Hypothermia – Mild and Severe 

Mild – Casualty has a lowered body temperature 32-35°C. They shiver and are unable to perform complex tasks with the hands 
such as touching little finger to thumb; the hands become numb. Breathing becomes quick and shallow and they may feel tired 
with mild confusion. Re-warm by changing wet clothes, getting them in a kisu/warm place and help warm extremities that may 
have gone numb by putting exposed hands/feet in your warm arm pits,etc.. give warm, sweet drinks and mars bar esque grub. 

Severe – Casualty has a dangerously low body temperature around 28°C. They started to feel that they w ere warming 
up/recovering and may take clothes off. Shivering has become violent but then stops altogether. The casualty has slurred 
talking becoming incoherent/irrational and stumbling if still walking. Searchers must be aware of the possibility that the casualty 
may be too hypothermic to respond to their calls and could have started terminal burrowing ie in undergrowth, leaves or hidden 
between rocks. Avoid rapid movement that may cause cold blood to circulate. Keep casualty in original position if possible, 
except in water emersion scenario where the casualty should be put in to a horizontal position on leaving the water to stop 
altered pressure on body causing circulatory issues. 

 2.Frostnip versus Frostbite 

Frostnip - is a superficial cooling of tissues without cellular destruction and tends to be numbness in extremities. It can be 
reversed through gentle warming of the extremities as above. This may give painful hot aches as the area warms up. General 
pain killers could be administered to alleviate pain. 

Frostbite - involves the freezing and destruction of tissue. The skin has lost its colour, it may have gone yellow or black and is 
hard and has a waxy appearance. Do not warm up. Excessive movement of frostbitten tissue can cause ice crystals that have 
formed in the tissue to do further damage. Splinting and/or wrapping frostbitten extremities is therefore recommended to 
prevent such movement. For this reason, rubbing, massaging, shaking, or otherwise applying physical force to frostbitten 
tissues in an attempt to rewarm them can be harmful Great care should be taken not to allow the damaged area to thaw out 
whilst still in transit. Thawing will give incredible pain only relieved by diamorph and if it refreezes the tissue will not recover. We 
don’t want that do we. 

 3.Get yer kit on – winter gear 

Scenario of being dropped by helicopter on to cold windy hilltop environment. Quickly and safely get in to kit such as further 
clothing, crampons gloves, etc and have ice axe handy. Had us jumping about doing the ‘can can’, oh yes, next to the 
ambulance station to see if (a) crampons were on properly, nothing worse than getting 50 yards and tripping over poorly fitted 
gear and falling on to your axe hari-kari style now is there, (b) the paramedics were awake. We then went ‘to ground’ huddled 
by the wall next to Burneside Road to wait for morning. More clothes on, sacks under, kisu’s over and axes and crampons 
stowed safely.

Chris Marsden turned up approximately on time and after a brief conversation with the powers 
that be confirmed that the helicopter was hoping to be with us at 12.45.  With that piece of encouraging news we loaded up, 
and headed out to the landing site at the car park below Red Screes.  
 
 

        

 
The first part of the day involved us splitting into groups. On a rotation basis each group unloaded, loaded and familiarised 
themselves with the various vehicles. We looked at stretcher loading, securing and unloading.  Kev also gave an explanation 
and demonstration of the radio mast and MR MAP software.  
 
Key points 
1. The method for loading and securing the stretche r in the two Landrovers is different. It is worth t aking time to 
familiarise with each 
2. MRMAP has a few new features. It is worth famili arising yourself with these. 
3. The setup of the extendable mast is fairly strai ghtforward. Care must be taken with the cable. 
4. In the Renault. The two vehicle radios can be op erated separately and at the same time. 
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After this session Chris arranged for refreshments at the pub. 
 
The next session involved us waiting for the helicopter, and the use of flares. Chris explained the use of flares. How they are 
useful to the pilot and how to set them off. Some of the team had a go with the practice flares. 

   
 
Trevor then explained and showed us that flares are not always needed to attract the attention of passing aircraft. 
 
After much waiting, banging of feet. Snow ball throwing etc the helicopter decided it wasn’t going to turn up, and we stood down.

New Radio Batteries 

In light of the age of the original radio batteries and the increasing inability to hold a charge we have been forced into a 
situation were not to spend a significant amount of money on replacement batteries would compromise our 
communications during operations.  

Therefore, I am pleased to be able to tell you that new state of the art batteries and chargers have been purchased and 
are charged and on the radios ready for action. Each battery will in theory give up to 18 hours service before needing to 
be recharged.  

The new batteries are quick charge, taking from a few minutes up to 3 hours if completely discharged to recharge, so will 
need charging after every shout or exercise – even though they should hold a full charge for a month before any loss of 
performance.  

(There is only one battery per radio – we cannot afford a spare for each radio of these little beauties!) 

 So, please charge and replace to the radios as soon as possible – the new batteries do not respond well to extended 
periods of charge and will start to lose their ability to hold a charge if left on charge for more than  7 days.
